Where do I find Classifier Stages?

Why do we need another Shooting Association?  

The N3GA focuses solely on 3-gun.  Many of the current shooting associations have been around for a long time 
and none really focus on the sport of competitive 3-gun.  The National 3-Gun Association, through the develop-
ment of the 3-Gun Nation Pro-Series (airing on Sportsman’s Channel and Pursuit Channel), has introduced liter-
ally millions of people (potential shooters) to a sport that has previously been in the shadows.   3GN has given a 
fresh look at one of the fastest growing shooting sports in the world.  

How are you different from USPSA?  

USPSA has been around for a very long time and has made huge progress for the shooting sports community, we 
are all grateful to them for what they have done and continue to do.  That being said, the National 3-Gun Asso-
ciation wants to promote a shooting sport that focuses ONLY on 3-Gun competitions and that allows the shooter 
opportunity for not only freer interpretation of course designs, but also the opportunity to win prizes at their local 
club.  A club can certainly participate in both USPSA and 3GN.

How do I get classified?  

Simply shoot one (1) 3GN Classifier stage.  Classifications will be applied after shooting only one match.  From 
there, as future scores are submitted, your classification will only go up.
 
Do I have to shoot at the same club?  

No. 3GN shooters are welcome and encouraged to compete and shoot at different 3-Gun clubs affiliated with 
N3GA.  Simply provide your Member ID# when you register and your scores will be submitted.  For a complete 
listing of 3GN clubs, please check the 3GN website.
 
Do I have to shoot the same Division every time?  

No, you are welcome to shoot whichever division you chose at any given match.  When registering, as with any 
match, simply designate which division you will be shooting.



How does scoring work?  

The scoring is done on Time Plus.  This means your score is comprised of the time you ran the stage PLUS any 
penalties. For more details, please see the Rules in this document.   
 
How do I register?  

From the 3-Gun Nation website; simply click on Memberships.  This will then direct you to another page at which 
point you can further examine the different divisions or register.  In the upper right corner of the page is a tab REG-
ISTER TO COMPETE.  Simply fill out the form and you are registered!

What are the Divisions?  

There are 5 divisions; Tactical Optics, Tactical Irons, Heavy Optics, Heavy Irons, and Open.  Full descriptions and 
details on what is allowed in each class can be found in the Club Series Rules.  

What are Classifier stages?  

Classifier stages are courses of fire that have been run repeatedly by the Pro-Series and approved as a “range 
friendly” stage.  This means that the courses have been specifically chosen because of the equipment/targetry 
required, space required, and overall course design.  These stages require targets and space available at nearly 
every club.  

How does the classification system work?  

Scores from the Pro-Series shooters have been used as a baseline for the classification system.  The highest 
score on each Classifier stage is given 100%.  We use the highest Pro-Series score on each stage to determine 
where every other shooter falls into place in regards to percentage.

Where can I find a list of clubs in my area?  

Click on Membership; then click Club Series.  On the right side of the page, you will find a listing of participating 
clubs.  This may shift as more clubs join and we continue to improve our web-site.
